Student Task Sheet: 



1. Students will read and examine a range of picture books in class, focusing on aspects of both the visual elements and the narrative components.

2. Students will learn to analyse picture books, exploring the symbolic and visual codes employed by the author.
3. Students will produce an analysis of a full-length picture book, in essay form, focusing on the way in which the author has employed techniques to tell his/her story.

·  Prepared notes and in-class copy of essay response to the following question:
TASK:
Describe the ways in which the author of the picture book has employed a range of visual and story-telling (narrative) elements to present his/her dilemma story.
TASK INFORMATION:

In your essay, you should discuss the way in which the author of the picture book has presented you with a dilemma.

Remember, a dilemma is defined as: A dilemma (Greek: double proposition) is a problem offering at least two solutions or possibilities.

What is the dilemma the author presents us with in the picture book? Do we continue to develop our suburbs and create an urban landscape or do we try to maintain the natural landscape of Australia for all to enjoy?

You must include information on this issue as part of your essay response. You should also use the information you have studied in both English and Mathematics lessons to answer the question.

	Introduce the picture book, the ideas it explores and the dilemma presented by Baker.


	Paragraph 2
	Describe the way in which the text was created – collage of images, perspective, and story of the protagonist over time. These are narrative elements.


	Paragraph 3
	Describe the way in which the author presents the urbanisation of the natural landscape.
Describe the way the author uses exaggeration for impact.
